The youthôs goal is to raise enough 

money to feed five children for one month, at $30.00 

a child = $150.00.  A form will be provided to help 

you decide how much to pledge if you wish.   

 

The 30 Hour Famines are designed for adults to 

participate in as well!  Fasting from such luxuries as 

going out to eat, television, etc. will help remind us 

all how blessed we truly are.  Participation is optional 

of course and it will be done on the honor system.
